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BLOODLINES The True Story 
of a Drug Cartel, The FBI, and 
the Battle For A Horse-Racing 
Dynasty, is a non-fiction      
account by award-winning    
journalist Melissa Del Bosque. 
The Zeta cartelôs main business 
was supplying drugs across our 
border, but they maintained 
power in Mexico through      
massive political corruption, in-
timidation, kidnapping and    
murder. And they enjoyed   
quarter horse racing. Using race 
horses as commodities, they 
bought, trained, raced, bred and 
sold them in multiple states, 
tracks, and farms using numer-
ous shell LLCs, unwitting busi-
nessmen who óowedô them, and 
family members as stated    
owners.  Trainers, jockeys and    
racing officials either did not 
know, or were bribed to not 
care. TV shows like Criminal 
Minds often rip their plots from 
everyday headlines, then show 
the FBI and others solving them 
via wits, technology, shoe leath-
er, jet planes —all in an hour 
show. Del Bosque gives us the 
in-depth, real-time dogged work, 
step by hard-gained step, and 
mile by dusty driving hour that 
went into the real Zeta cartel 
case that five years of the lead 
FBI agent, Scott Lawson and the 
extensive team he put together 
to solve this money laundering 
case writ large.  Lawson and his 
team, to put all the pieces           
together,  had to jockey for juris-
diction and timing with DEA and 
ICE, build an airtight case, pull 
off multiple simultaneous raids in 
4 states (including 400+ horses), 
bring it to trial, convince inform-
ants to testify—and stay alive 
through the whole process.  

 A BOOK BY EVERY CHAIR...BY  PHYLLIS 

 
The Locals, a novel by Jonathan Dee, is a look into the 
mindset of Americaôs small-town locals as they strive to get 
what they perceive they ought to have.  9/11 has just happened 
at the bookôs opening. Just prior to the attack, Mark,              
embarrassed by his gullibility, had gone to the city to meet with 
a New York lawyer to sign on to a class action lawsuit to try to 
recoup a  major investment he had hidden from his wife, but 
lost to a    con-man.  She only knew he was in NYC when it 
happened and feared the worst, causing them both more      
embarrassment. Mark, his wife, his real-estate brother, the guys 
he hires to work his restoration jobs, his sister, and all the    
people who make up the picturesque, out of the way New Eng-
land town put pressure on themselves to thrive—to get ahead—
to make it.  Then a   billionaire decides to build a home there 
and live amongst them. Out of the goodness of his heart, when 
he sees a need in the town, he quietly meets it. This creates 
fear in the minds of the few who are looking for his angle. Dee 
is adept at portraying the fear, the resentment, the jealousy, the 
growing sense of pent up anger, and despair of his characters, 
followed by their caution-to-the-wind sort of hope as the econo-
my swings upward for them. But when their bubbles burst it is 
their confused children left to silently suffer and protest. If you 
liked The Hillbilly Elegy try this. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The Light We Lost, a brief, bittersweet novel by Jill           
Santopolo, also features the 9/11 attack as the starting point for 
the relationship which dominates the story.  Two graduate    
students at Columbia, Lucy and Gabe, met casually in a  
Shakespeare Seminar.  On their way out of that class going 
down the same flight of stairs they learned the towers had been 
hit.  Experiencing that event together was the catalyst that bond 
them together in a relationship that could not be denied. But as 
happens with modern, career-minded couples there were  
choices to be made. They both achieve and succeed, but at 
what cost, the author asks as she presents the novel in the      
format of Lucyôs long, detailed, memory-filled, honest account—
part memoir, part letter to Gabe that can never be sent.  The     
characters sparkle; the writing is luminous and the ending 
leaves the reader free to imagine the rest of the story.
