A BOOK BY EVERY CHAIR...BY PHYLLIS

% If We Had Known, a new novel by novelist and creative writing program
« director Elise Juska, is a timely page-turner of special interest to those of us
who have ever been privy to student writing. It was eerie to read a book with
his theme so soon after Parkland, followed so quickly by Santa Fe, Texas,

because this story deals with the aftermath in the minds and actions of those
who had once known and interacted/or not with a student who years later became a school
shooter. Maggie was an English professor who had had him in class and was required to
retain samples of all students’ writing; Anna was her daughter about to go off to college
and start life on her own; Bill was the college Dean where Maggie taught and he needed
answers; Robert was her supportive close colleague; Luke who had been in the shooter’s
writing class unexpectedly found his post become a viral item on social media. In the
painful process of rebuilding what devastated the fabric of their lives each struggled with
guilt. Why had it happened? Whose fault was it?

Cynthia Swanson had my attention immediately with her new novel, The Glass Forest.
Angie, a young woman working at the local resort in Door County, Wisconsin 1960, breaks
with local tradition of marrying and settling down to life with a hometown boy and instead
abruptly marries Paul, a movie-star-handsome, returned veteran, new-comer working at
the same resort. She is in love with her choice, with her new life, with her handsome
tender husband and with their adorable baby boy. Theirs is an idyllic life suddenly
interrupted by news that his brother’s wife has run off and his brother has subsequently
committed suicide leaving their 17 year old niece, Ruby, to fend for herself back in upstate
New York. Angie insisted on accompanying Paul back East, but found his brother’s ultra-
modern home with its glass walls in the midst of a forest unsettling. Why and where had
Henry’s wife disappeared; was his death really a suicide; what would be the best outcome
for poor orphaned Ruby? | love it when an author offers as many red herrings as Swanson
did all the while reminding us just how bitterly divided the political landscape was at that
time in American life. Page after page | was sure | understood what had happened and
why, when, whoops—that theory vanished in the next chapter. She kept me guessing until
the very, very end.

| found Gilbert King’s recent non-fiction account The Devil in the Grove shocking and eye-
opening. | had not known racism this extreme was going on in Florida during the late
1940’s and early 1950’s. | naively believed that Florida was not a part of ‘The South’ where
those sorts of civil rights crimes were being perpetrated, but this author described Lake
County Florida as “south of the south”. On the one hand | could not put the book down; on
the other it made me wish | didn'’t live in the same state where these despicable acts and
attitudes had been the norm. Thurgood Marshall and his associates fought valiantly for
justice in these cases, but at great expense and much needless loss of life. Just in the
past few months news accounts are hitting our current headlines which seem to be
examples of similar attitudes rearing their ugly heads. This book should be a must read for
us all as a reminder that we cannot afford to have these attitudes prevail in our society ever
again.
