A BOOK BY EVERY CHAIR...BY PHYLLIS

Spoiler alert! My recent fiction readings seem to indicate that the theme of the season is
feminism 21st Century style—tribalistic. Men are depicted as various levels of monster,
whereas resourceful, resilient women strive against all odds. No matter how ignored,
belittled, discounted, disdained, or replaced by the men in their stories, these gutsy
heroines prevail, dignity and egos intact. | read the novels Vox, set in a possibly not too
distant future (think 7984 and Animal Farm), by Christina Dalcher, and The Masterpiece,
an intriguing historical New York story juxtaposing the 1920’s with the 1970’s by Fiona
Dauvis in rapid succession and was struck with the above observation—hence the spoiler
alert. Both novels were one-sitting page turners well suited to reading and discussing with
friends on a beach or balcony somewhere nearby.

Where the Crawdads Sing fits right in. By wildlife scientist Delia Owens, it is a
lyrical, enchanting novel that blew me away (as To Kill a Mockingbird and Lord of the Flies
did when [ first read each of them.) Kya, another heroine of incredible strength and re-
sourcefulness in existing with and around the boys, then men, in her life, is six in 1952
when her story begins—for it is her story, and the story of life on, around and in the marsh
she came to know so well on the coast of socially stratified North Carolina. The twists and
turns of the plot of this novel were as unexpected and elusive as the waterways she
traveled. It is a slow and sleepy time before the push for modern coastal development—a
time when everyone knew everyone else’s name and almost everything about their
business. Kya, the youngest of five children, is forced by life to be resourceful, so, fueled
by hope, she does what must be done to prevail. Her world is filled with danger and
loneliness, but her mind is filled with the natural poetry of the beauty in all the creatures
who inhabit her life as she searches for truth, knowledge, love, justice and belonging.

An accomplished Danish novelist, Jussi Adler-Olsen, brought out a novel, The Washington
Decree, copyrighted in 2006 (shortly after Katrina) that is a fictional history lesson
reminding us of “all world powers that disappeared.” He continues, “Sometimes it takes
hundreds of years; other times it's from one day to the next.” To illustrate the premise of his
novel he uses our country. He details how America, “in spite of the fact that history shows
that long-term stability in the world is an illusion—(George) Washington’s successors to the
presidency have attempted to assure such stability time and time again...” Her presidents
and institutions, particularly in modern times, have taken actions whose purposes have
been to prevent the failure of our nation in the face of ultimate catastrophe. None of his
characters seem to resemble actual Americans, living or dead, but many of the issues
facing the characters and the institutions for which they were responsible seemed to be
playing out on the news | was listening to as | was reading. | was mesmerized by the plot
of this novel and chilled by the speed of the unravelling. All the nearly 600 pages and the
Afterword and Appendix were riveting and eye-opening. After finishing | rushed straight to
the internet...... 3
